No 
restrictions regarding fabric selection that is the soloists freedom of choice.  
No headpieces will be allowed only one flower for behind the ear will be 
allowed.  Costumes are to be kept very simple in style for the judges will not 
place a major amount importance on the soloists costume.   
 
Tane 
 
Soloist choice of Tihere or Maro Style.  Leg adornments allowed (ti-leaf only) 
Neck adornments such as mother pearl, ti leaf, feathers, or more are 
permitted.
